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TEST INFORMATION

Purpose  This test of the Hughes No. 5023 26ó Apitong brace was performed to conþ rm the 
calculated design strength of the brace. In addition, the test conþ rmed the brace meets the minimum 
requirements of the RUS which are 1,000 pounds unbalanced load and 2,000 pounds balanced load.
Procedure  The 5023 braces were tested by applying vertical loads using hydraulic cylinders and 
measured by a calibrated dynamometer. Deÿ ections were measured vertically. Both load cases were 
applied to an 8 foot standard Douglas þ r RUS cross arm. Additional testing was done in straight ten-
sion to determine the tensile capacity of the braces.
Conclusion  The 5023 Apitong braces passed all tests and meet RUS loading conditions.

Unbalanced loading average 1,287 lbs. at failure.
